Terra Linna  Report  

The work on 
Terra  Linna  
has continued 
over the Christ-
mas break 
thanks to Noel 
and his willing 
apprentices. 
The work com-
pleted includes 
more fairing, 
sanding and 
cleaning of the 
hull inside. 
Once this was completed the inside has been given one 
coat of undercoat paint and Noel is preparing the Centre 
Board case for fitting. 

 

We will be commencing the fit up of the timbers to the 
hull at a double whammy working bee on the 20th and 
21st of February at Noels home. The reason for doing 
the two days on the one weekend is two fold in that it 
provides an opportunity  for us to make greater progress 
on this tedious but essential task. Secondly, it allows 
members to choose which day they will attend as there 
is limited space to work. We will need 2 members work-
ing on the steam box, probably two in the boat and two 
outside of the boat plus some helpers shifting timber , 
getting fixings and keeping the steam up etc.

As Graeme has 
mentioned in 

his report we will be having the work on Saturday 20th 
filmed by a Japanese film crew to form part of a docu-
mentary on maritime heritage and wooden boat restora-
tion in Tasmania. 

 

Other work continuing is the making of sails and the 
standing rigging. We have an extension on the Tasma-
nian Community funding for this work which now needs 
to be completed by 30th April 2010. Following that we

As far as I can see, the Kettering Wooden Boat Rally 

was a huge success.   

As most of our members are aware the Rally was 

jointly conducted by the Wooden Boat Guild of Tasma-

nia and the Kettering Yacht Club, with an organising 

committee made up from members of both groups and 

volunteers assisting to make the Rally the success it 

was.   

The aim of the Rally was, to allow wooden boats to 

have an on-water experience with little or no public 

involvement as opposed to the AWBF where the boats 

are a static display with public involvement.  At previ-

ous AWB Festivals we had participants wanting to sail 

during the Festival, this was tried at the 2009 Festival 

but I donôt believe it was successful.  Hence, the 

KWBR is proposed to be held on the óalternateô year to 

the AWBF.                

In the early stages of organising we would have been 

happy to have twenty or even thirty boats register for 

the fun and games.  To our amazement, in the final 

wash-up we had over eighty vessels of all shapes and 

sizes.  Fifty ñoddò yachts, ten motoring vessels, ten 

sailing dinghies and ten rowing and paddling vessels.  

To top it all off, the weather God ñHughieò was on our 

side with three beautiful sunny days and a lovely light 

to moderate easterly breeze on the Sunday for all the 

sailing vessels.  The Oyster Cove Marina most gra-

ciously allowed visiting vessels to berth on their not 

quite completed marina which was fantastic.  Without 

these berthing arrangements the Rally may not have 

been quite as successful.   

The Saturday was arrival and registration day with a 

BBQ dinner in the evening at the Kettering Yacht Club.  

Now, the KYC sounds very impressive but it is only a 

small yacht club and its premises comprise of a con-

verted shipping container with a very large covered 

veranda.  They also have a grog licence, which, I sup-

pose makes it the only shed in Tasmania that has an 

alcohol licence!   Again, we were originally expecting 

twenty or thirty dinner guests but as the numbers in-

Maori Lass strutting her stuff in the challenge event!
